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Course Description: Biology is a college preparatory course designed to help students develop a better understanding, and respect for, the living world around them. It is also designed to prepare students for the life science portion of the Science Ohio Graduation Test (OGT). Students will study the structure, function, and interrelationships of living organisms. 

	Required Materials

	· Your textbook is essential. It must be covered and brought to class each day. 
· A notebook is mandatory and will be included as part of your grade. Your biology notebook should be a 3-ring binder that is clearly labeled with your name, subject, and period. This must also be brought to class each day.
· Always come prepared with a pen or pencil, notebook paper, and your student planner. 
· Assignments for this class may require internet access. It is vital that each student turn in the proper forms to the school to be able to get access to the internet in the school library.


	Recommended Materials

	(These items are not mandatory but may be helpful to you.)
· Binder dividers to help keep your notebook organized. 

· Highlighters

· Calculator

· Art supplies (scissors, glue stick, markers/crayons/colored pencils) to be used during labs.



Classroom Rules & Expectations:
1. Come to class prepared and ready to work. Bring your book, notebook, and student planner with you daily. If you do not bring them, you will not be allowed to go to your locker to get them. Come prepared!
2. Be in your assigned seat and ready to proceed with class when the bell rings. Students not in their seats when the bell rings will be marked tardy.

3. Practice mutual respect. Respect yourself, others, and their property.

4. Class participation is essential… no sleeping, side talking, working on homework (any subject including biology), or passing notes during class.

5. Do not abuse the pass privilege. It is preferred you ask to use the restroom before the tardy bell has rung so you may go before class and not miss any part of the lesson. If you do not ask at the start of the period, you may have to wait until the end. Abuse or misuse of this pass will result in the loss of this privilege for the year. Also, you MUST have your planner signed in order to leave the room, if you do not have it, you will not go.

6. Follow lab safety rules at all times.

7. At the end of the period, remain seated until the bell rings. After bell rings, push in chair.
